Mayo's Titanic Memorial Park

A themed park is planned to permanently memorialise the Addergoole Fourteen and their
tragic journey. It will stand as a symbol to all Mayo's emigrants. Plaques in the park will tell
the story of the Addergoole Fourteen.

Killala Diocese has generously donated the land for the Mayo Titanic Memorial Park. Mayo
North East Leader is providing matching funding for the park, However, the central memorial
to the Addergoole Fourteen is limited. It consists of a bronze representation of Titanic’s bow
and only two life size bronze statues, clad in 1912 attire and luggage. More bronee statues are
required to fully represent the Addergoole Foureen. Each statue costs €8,000.

The Lahardane Community and the Addergoole Titanic Society are actively raising monies.
However, substantial funding is still required for the Memorial Park. If you, your group or
